Answer True or False for the following questions:
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After a fall, a skater does not have get up from the ice quickly.

Skaters may not cluster together in conversation anywhere on the ice.

Skaters’ programs can be played during the first five minutes of a freestyle
session.

The skater whose program is being played is required to wear the neon vest while
skating to their program.
No skater may have music played more than three times in a 45-minute

session.

Skaters doing backward spirals or traveling camel spins should have a

spotter.

Skaters may not loiter in jump corners and must become familiar with and not
interfere with jump patterns.
A skater in a lesson has right of way over a skater in a neon vest.
A skater in a neon vest has right of way over a skater without a vest and not in a
lesson.

During a dance session, a skater in a lesson doing announced dances does not
have right of way over a skater not in a lesson doing announced
dances.
During a dance session, an individual skater doing an announced dance does have
right of way over a couple doing another dance.
During a general session, a couple skating without a vest has right of way over a
skater skating a program with a vest.
Skaters may stand in the entrances to and from the ice.
Skaters and others may interrupt a lesson in progress.
Skaters, pros, and others may not distract the skater with right of way.
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
